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BIOGRAPHY

Now an award-winning, full time film composer and world-renowned expert on the Australian
didjeridu, Randin started his artistic career as a self-taught electronic musician, guitarist and actor
in San Diego, California. His formal training began as one of five composition students at the
California State Summer School for the Arts in 1991, followed by a B.A. cum laude in composition
from the prominent "new music" program at the University of California at San Diego. From 1996
to 2003, he focused on his “world fusion” label, Ginger Root Records. His CDs have been played
on every continent — including Antarctica.

In 2003, Randin was awarded a Fulbright Fellowship to undertake a master's degree in Australia,
working with traditional owners of the didjeridu in a remote community called Yirrkala. He stayed
for five years as a manager of the community art centre, launching its new multimedia wing, the
Mulka Project. Managing the centre, in addition to providing a life-altering cultural immersion with
Aboriginal People, gave him experience in all areas of the art business and short film production,
and he produced and scored several of the centre's shorts.

On his return to the USA in 2009, Randin rededicated himself to his first love, film composition.
He has scored five features and more than sixty shorts and webisodes from his home studio. His
unusual life experience and versatile musical skills from orchestration to rock guitar to electronics
to world music allow him to make a unique contribution to the world of film music.
